Future Energy – electricity from 100% renewable sources.  Costs £3 a month on top of their standard bill.  Ring 0800 048 0202 or see www.britishgas.co.uk and click on the gas and electricity link.
Npower

Npower’s Juice tariff is from 100% renewable sources and costs no more than their standard tariff.  Ring 0845 071 4525 or see www.npower.com and click ‘green energy’.
EDF Energy

EDF’s Green tariff matches your electricity consumption with equal amounts of wind, wave and solar power, which is then fed back into the National Grid.

The slightly higher cost of the Green tariff is put toward an EDF Green Fund for investment into renewable energy projects.

Power 2 is one of the greenest tariffs on offer from amongst the Big Six. It directly supplies customers with 100% hydro power the company generates itself. The company also plants five trees every year on your behalf.
Better Plan aims to help you reduce your energy usage by 10% a year. It gives you a free electricity monitor to watch your usage and matches each unit of normal electricity you consume with a unit of 100% hydro power. This too is fed back into the Grid.

Costs will vary – maybe cheaper may not be.  They will need to ring and check.

E.ON

E.ON’s Go Green tariff matches every unit of electricity you use to one produced by renewable sources - hydro and wind power.  Ring 0845 059 9905.  May or may not cost more.
ScottishPower

ScottishPower’s Green Energy H2O matches the amount of electricity you use with an equal supply of hydro power, sourced from its own stations in Lanark, Galloway and Cruachan. It then feeds that renewable energy back into the electricity Grid.

No contact details – don’t think they cover Cumbria anyway.

If they are not willing to pay more, try telling them about ecotricity – 100% clean, renewable energy at the same price they currently pay if they are with one of the above suppliers.
